Primary Education constitutes the fundamental stage of education, which lays the foundation for the harmonious development of children in the cognitive, emotional and psychomotor domain. For this reason the Department of Primary Education takes several measures for the quality improvement of Primary Education, such as the provision of staff development programs, the upgrading of instructional material, the increase in the number of special teachers, the development of intercultural programs, and the introduction of Information and Communication Technology in all primary schools.

The school curricula and methodologies used in the classrooms emphasize the process of learning and focus on strategies that will help the children learn how to learn and use creative and critical thinking.

Primary Education also aims at helping pupils become aware of our national identity, including the Greek language, the Christian Orthodox religion and culture.

Finally, Primary Education takes many actions to help children develop an intercultural understanding and become sensitive and respectful of all the members of our global society.

Primary Schools

Attendance in Primary Schools is compulsory. Children should be at least five years and eight months, in order to get enrolled in the first grade. 

There are four types of public primary schools:

· one-teacher schools,

· two-teacher schools, 

· schools with three to five teachers in small rural communities, and

· schools with six or more teachers in urban areas and large rural communities.

As it is shown in Figure 2, during the current school year (2001-2002) 343 public primary schools were functioning. This number, although it includes 8 newly built primary schools, it is slightly lower than the number of schools in the two previous years. This is due to the fact that some of the one-teacher schools were closed down, and their students enrolled in district nearby schools. District schools are developed in rural communities, in order to provide more educational opportunities for the pupils.

It is worth mentioning that the number of teachers working in primary schools during the school year 2001-2002 is higher than the respective number in the previous years, despite the decrease in the number of public schools. This is because, the schools were given additional teaching periods for the support of repatriated and migrant children, for children with special needs and learning difficulties.

Primary Schools in the Occupied Area of Cyprus
The number of public primary schools in Cyprus, mentioned above, includes a single primary school in the north part of the island, which is occupied by Turkey since 1974. Today 570 Greek Cypriots live in the north part of Cyprus. 

Until 1997 three primary schools functioned in the occupied areas. In May 1997 the Ayia Triada Primary School had to close down because Denktash’s regime refused to allow the teacher, Ms Eleni Foka, to return to her village. The pupils of Ayia Triada had to move to the Rizocarpaso Primary School. In 1999 the Kormakitis Primary School also closed down when its only one pupil registered, graduated.

Today, the Rizokarpaso Primary School, the only Primary School in the occupied areas, has 25 pupils and 3 teachers. The occupational authorities have been imposing a series of obstacles and censure on educational books.

Additionally, the occupational authorities do not allow the functioning of High Schools, therefore, children who graduate from primary schools are compelled to leave their homes and separate from their families in order to seek further education in the free part of Cyprus, thus becoming refugees in their own country.

The Department of Primary Education is responsible for the education of 3 year old children and over. It is responsible to complement the family’s role, to provide ample support and to satisfy.

Nursery Schools

The Department of Primary Education is responsible for the pre-primary educational programs offered at nursery schools for children age 3 and above.

Nursery schools aim at providing all children equal access to quality educational programs, at furthering children’s social, cognitive, emotional and psychomotor development, at satisfying the children’s basic needs for a wholesome personality in an experiential environment and enhancing their opportunities for success in the primary school. 

Pre-primary education includes the following types of nursery schools:

· Public kindergarten,

· Communal kindergarten, which are supported by community and parental involvement, and 

· Private kindergarten
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Pre-primary education, although not compulsory, serves approximately 75% of the children between the age of 3 and 5 years and 8 months. Αs shown in Figure 3, the majority of the children who attend nursery schools prefer public kindergarten, followed by a preference to the private kindergarten and the communal schools. During the last three years the public kindergartens received the highest increase in children’s enrolment (year 2001), whereas the communal schools received the highest decrease (year 2002).

Schools for Children with Special Needs

The Department of Primary Education has under its supervision the Schools for Children with Special Needs. Currently nine special schools are functioning for the service of 338 children with high individualized needs, such as blind and deaf students. These children are educated by specialized teachers. At the same time individualized help for 3452 children within the mainstream of education primary schools offered by specialist teachers. 

SPECIAL EDUCATION

Special Education is an area that receives a lot of attention by the Department of Primary Education. According to the Special Education Laws of 1999 and 2001, the Ministry of Education and Culture adopted the policy of including the children with special needs into the mainstream of education.

Special education services currently offer two following types of educational programs:

· Individualized help for 3452 children within the mainstream of education primary schools offered by specialist teachers

· Individualized help to 338 children with severe special needs who attend special schools.

A major concern of the Department of Primary Education is the constant upgrade of the quality of educational programs offered at all students. For this reason it encourages teachers to attend Staff Development Programs in Cyprus and abroad. 

GENERAL SECONDARY EDUCATION
Overview

Public secondary education offers a six-year program of instruction for children aged twelve to eighteen. Having a general education orientation, it is compulsory for the first three years when children reach their fifteenth birthday. In the last three years, it follows a more flexible and diverse orientation, catering to individual inclinations, aptitudes and interests. Attendance is compulsory for the successful completion of graduation requirements.

Drawing on a rich cultural and religious heritage in a blend of turmoil, tampering on mores and value conflict as a result of a series of colonial rulers and the long-drawn Turkish occupation and expansionist intentions on the island, public secondary education has come a long way since colonial rule, from its crude stages to its present quantitative and qualitative status. Considering the socio-economic, cultural and national needs of Cyprus, public secondary education offers equal opportunities for education and aims at promoting friendship and co-operation between the various communities of the country. The philosophy underlying public secondary education is two-fold:

A. the dissemination of knowledge with emphasis on general education and a gradual transition to specialization in order to prepare students for an academic, professional or business career

B.  the development of a sound, morally refined personality in order to provide society with competent, democratic and law-abiding citizens.

Principles pervading the overall school milieu are

1.    the assimilation of national identity and cultural values

2.    the promotion of universal ideals for freedom, justice and peace

3. the nurturing of love and respect for fellow human beings in order to promote mutual understanding and democracy.

4. the  development  of skills and abilities for the needs and challenges of the modern world

5. the development of skills and abilities for lifelong learning, for academic studies and for the world of work.

Schools in Cyprus are co-educational and range from small rural to average-sized regional and large urban, depending on the number of pupils to be accommodated in each educational catchment area. 

School buildings are primarily used by one set of pupils attending secondary education and the length of the school day is 7:30 am to 1:35 p.m. The Ministry’s planning services are taking care for the development of the necessary school infrastructure. Their studies are based on statistical data projecting future needs for new school buildings to cater for any increase in demand. However, the same buildings are used for non-formal education programs operating in the afternoons and evenings as follows:

A.  Each major town runs one evening high school program offered to adults wishing to acquire and/or complete their secondary education.

B. The State Institutes of Further Education run afternoon and evening programs offered to primary and secondary school pupils as well as adults wishing to pursue intensive studies in foreign languages, computer science, Greek for non-native speakers and subjects required for entry to university.

The academic year commences on 1st September and ends on 31st August. It is divided in three trimester terms (10 Sept.-10 Dec., 10 Dec-10 Mar, 10 Mar-31 May). Lessons begin on 10th September and end on 31st May. They run on a five-day week, seven periods of 45΄ duration per day. June is a month for examinations.

Classes are organized by age; however, regardless of age, pupils must achieve a minimum level of competence to proceed from one class to another. In the upper division, due to specialization programs, a number of classes in the last two years are subdivided into subject-oriented groups for certain periods per week.

Forty-five-minute lessons involving teacher-pupil interaction with whole-class participation, group and pair work are enriched with updated textbooks and audio-visual materials. Special projects encouraging self-study and team work are launched on special topics of interest relevant to the yearly educational aim set by the Ministry of Education and Culture.

Prescribed subject textbooks corresponding to the syllabi for each class are supplemented by other teaching aids and materials produced by the Curriculum Development Unit or selected by teachers independently.

There has been a growing interest in linking secondary schools with the business world in an effort to provide students with an opportunity to experience actual work conditions in the field of their interest. A pilot project initiated in 1986/88 to accomplish this objective has been adopted with success: seventeen year-old students in the second year of Lyceum work for one week in a factory, firm, office, bank, hospital, farm or other establishment of their choice.

Educational and vocational guidance is provided on a continuous basis by specially assigned counselors in each school. Intervention to tackle emotional problems faced by pupils from dysfunctional families is also the task of the counselor who makes referrals and maintains close co-operation with community resources on a continuous basis.
PART I: The Gymnasium (Lower Secondary)

It offers full-time compulsory education to pupils 12 to 15 years of age. Full attendance is also obligatory.  A public primary school leaving certificate is required in order to enroll in the Gymnasium. Its structure and curriculum have been updated and expanded to impart both general and technical knowledge on topics such as language arts, mathematics, foreign languages, health and nutrition, the environment, design and technology, Art and Information and Communication Technology (ICT).  Information technology has recently gained top priority and year 2002 is the first year of full implementation of a National Curriculum for ICT as a subject matter in its own right, at all levels of the Public Educational System.

During the academic year 2002-2003 there are 68 public Gymnasiums in the government-controlled areas.  These schools provide educational services to 28.826 pupils out of the total number of 52.056 who have enrolled in secondary education.

A.  Aims and Objectives

In terms of infra-structure, the Gymnasium, is considered a coherent micro-system. Its overarching goal is to provide pupils with general education within more flexible, comprehensive-teaching structures which prepare pupils for subject selection at the Lyceum level.  Through general education, with an emphasis on the humanities (social sciences, physical sciences and aesthetics), it is expected that learners will have the opportunities to develop autonomy as capacity for lifelong learning self-monitoring and self-direction and self-fulfillment. Therefore, exposure of the pupils to a common curriculum at this level, involves the fundamental assumption that general education provides pupils with the knowledge, skills and attitudes that empower them to understand themselves (i.e., self-knowledge), their own language and culture, and to relate, meaningfully, to people who are linguistically and culturally different and with whom the pupils choose to communicate in various situations (The Language Syllabuses, MoEC, 2000).

Specifically, the main educational objectives at the Gymnasium level aim at enabling the learners to:

· broaden their traditional value system (aesthetic, moral, social, personal, technical and economic)

· acquire, expand and synthesize knowledge that will help them meet personal, social, and economic challenges

· develop skills for critical literacy through the acquisition of their first language

· acquaint themselves with a range of different Art forms, express their artistic talents and progressively form their own sense of connoisseurship

· become self aware of their potential in terms of skills, interests and talents and be able to appreciate the importance of both intellectual and vocational aspects of work in order to select the type of work they aspire to 

· develop physically by cultivating their kinesthetic skills.
PART II: Eniaio Lykeio
Secondary General Education, both Public State and Private, deals with a large section of the Education System in the unoccupied areas of the Republic of Cyprus.   The Lykeio Cycle of State Secondary General Education offers a 3-year education programme for pupils aged between 15 and 18.

Based on the socioeconomic, cultural and national needs of Cyprus Public State Secondary Education offers equal opportunities for education and aims at promoting and developing a healthy and moral personality in view of creating able democratic and law abiding citizens.  It also aims at ingraining the national identity, the cultural values and the universal ideals for Freedom, Justice, Peace as well as nurturing, love, respect for fellow-men in order to establish mutual understanding and democracy.

During the school year 2002-2003 the number of pupils attending the Lykeio reached 23230 and those attending Evening Schools reached 640. The development of the number of pupils at the Lykeio circle during the last six years was as follows:

The pupil population of the Lykeio attended school at 39 Lykeia and 5 Evening Schools during the year 2002-2003.

The Cyprus Education System started the school year 2000-2001 with one of the greatest developments in the last 20 years in Secondary Education.  The development concerns the important structural change in the system by establishing the Eniaio Lykeio System on a pancyprian scale.  The Eniaio Lykeio replaced the Lykeio of optional subjects which functioned for over 20 years.

Cyprus education and, in particular, Secondary Education could not be passive in view of international challenges, the overall policy and orientations of the State, the social expectations of the people of Cyprus, the issues raised by the 1997 Unesco Report and the new pedagogical theories.  All these led to the definition of the qualities of youths in, at least, the coming decade.  These youths must acquire or attain a combination of general education, with rational parameters of in depth knowledge of some sectors, stress on learning mechanisms, research and initiative, knowledge of foreign languages, ability to make use of New Technology, preparation for life long learning and self-learning, connecting theory with practice, development of skills for flexibility and limiting narrow specialization.

This framework gives the foundations for the development of the Eniaio Lykeio which revolves around two poles: the pupil and the school.  To be specific, the Eniaio Lykeio views the pupils as the basic element of the whole educational effort pursuing their development into an integral personality within the system of values and pursuits of the Cyprus society.  At the same time it considers the education unit as a separate unit which will offer the pupils both the foundation and provisions for a prospective continuation of their studies and the capability for pre-service training and the specialized knowledge and skills which give prospects for access to the free labor market.

The new institution is characterized by focusing on general education (including technological and economy education) and developing a multifaceted personality by:

a) the didactic process and the various pedagogical activities which nurture a wide range of skills and types of thought such as:

· critical thinking

· creativity and originality

· imagination

· observation 

· cooperation

· problem solving and cooping with a variety of situations

· analysis skills

· writing skills

· the ability for assessment and self-assessment

b) developing skills and attitudes so that a youth can cope with the challenges of the modern world as a pupil and later as a citizen.

The pupils have the flexibility to form their own timetable according to their interests and inclinations.  In this they are assisted by the teachers of career Guidance and Counseling and the Committee for the Assessment of the pupils’ Options.

Forming a thoroughly desirable study program may not be feasible for the pupil due to practical/functional difficulties such as the need for an adequate number of pupils who choose a particular lesson (at least 16) and the difficulties of the school to draw up a timetable.

The A form is, for the pupils, the form of observation, guidance and orientation.  In this form the pupil has the opportunity to take calculated decisions about what he will do in the following forms and how he will form his future getting ready for higher studies or the world of work.

In the B and C forms the pupils attend common core lessons which are considered indispensable for all pupils.  At the same time they have the opportunity to select those lessons of orientation which will help them in their preparation for their future career and those subjects of interest or enrichment which will satisfy or enhance their special interests and inclinations. 

SECONDARY TECHNICAL AND VOCATIONAL EDUCATION
Introduction

Secondary Technical and Vocational Education STVE offers Programs of: 

· Formal Secondary Technical and Vocational Education 

· Apprenticeship Scheme and

· Life-long Learning

Formal STVE 

Formal STVE is offered in two main directions (“Theoretical” and “Practical”). Students enter STVE schools after they graduate from the Gymnasium at the age of fifteen. Both the Theoretical and Practical direction studies have duration of three years.
Upon completion of their studies, graduates of STVE are awarded a leaving certificate, which is recognized as equivalent to any six-year Public Secondary Education school-leaving certificate.

The time allocated for the teaching of the various STVE subjects aims towards providing graduates with solid and convertible knowledge, learning abilities, abilities to adapt to dynamic and non-predictable situations, and abilities to search, select and utilize useful information. The STVE graduates have, also, the capability of acquiring methodological abilities and skills in analyzing and solving problems, and to develop the abilities of co-operation, creativity, self-confidence and the successful undertaking of various roles in their life.

The subjects offered in Formal STVE are classified into 6 categories:

· Common core subjects

· Related subjects

· Elected subjects

· Technological/Workshop subjects of each strand 

· Technological/Workshop subjects in the students´ specialized area 

· Elected subjects of Special interest to students

PRIVATE SECONDARY EDUCATION
A number of non-profit and profit-making secondary establishments ranging from missionary boarding schools to vocationally-oriented institutions and foreign language centers offer tuition in specialized fields. Funded by overseas organizations and/or religious denominations and local entrepreneurs, private secondary schools offer students the opportunity to pursue qualifications that would ensure:

a.  their smooth transition into the professional sphere or the business world;

b.  their admission to overseas Universities or local tertiary education

     establishments of their choice for diploma or degree studies.

Although private secondary schools maintain a considerable degree of independence in their operation and curricula, they are registered with the Ministry of Education and Culture and comply with certain curriculum and facility requirements mandated by law.

Curriculum programs for most private secondary schools extend over a six-year period with emphasis on general education for the first three years. Foreign language schools have six- or seven-year curriculum programs with English, French, Italian or Arabic as the basic languages of instruction. A few private secondary schools are attached to primary schools providing an integrated twelve- or thirteen-year program. There are no entrance examinations except in certain foreign language schools.

Private schools are classified into three categories, depending on the curriculum and the timetable they adopt:

1) Private Schools of the same type: In this category belong those schools 
which follow, without any deviation, the curricula and timetables which 
apply to the existing types of public schools.

2) Private Schools of a similar type: In this category belong the schools 
which offer, apart from other subjects, the main subjects of the existing 
type of public schools, at least by two thirds, regarding number of hours 
taught and content.

3) Private schools of a different type: In this category belong the schools 
which do not fall into any one of the above two categories.

HIGHER EDUCATION
Established in 1984, the department of Higher and Tertiary Education is the competent authority at the Ministry of Education and Culture responsible for all Higher Education issues. More specifically it is responsible for the following:
· Legislation of the University of Cyprus

· Private Schools of Higher and Tertiary Education

· The Open University of Cyprus

· The University of Applied Sciences and Arts

· The Cyprus Council for the Recognition of Higher Education Qualifications

· The Council for the Educational Accreditation of Programs of Study (SEKAP)

· Examinations

· Student affairs.

Currently Higher Education is provided by public and private third level Institutions. The University of Cyprus which started its operation in September 

1992 is now in its tenth year of operation with about 3000 students at undergraduate  and graduate level.

1. The University of Cyprus

The main objective of the University is the advancement of science, knowledge, learning and education by teaching and research.

 The University of Cyprus currently offers programmes through the

2.  Private Institutions of Higher Education

A number of private tertiary institutions offer programmes in various fields 

of  study (e.g. secretarial studies, business administration, electrical, civil 

and mechanical engineering, hotel and catering, banking, accountancy and 

computer studies) , with a duration of one to four years.

Law 67(I)/96 regulates the establishment control and operation of tertiary institutions in Cyprus.  According to this Law, all private tertiary institutions have to register with the Ministry of Education and Culture.  The following tertiary education institutions are registered with the Ministry and offer specific courses leading to the awards Certificate/Diploma/Higher Diploma/Bachelor.

Some of these schools have registered to offer post-graduate programs as well.  It should be noted, however, that registration of a private institution does not imply recognition of the degrees awarded by these institutions.  Recognition is possible only after successful accreditation of the programmes of study offered by a private institution.

The competent authority for the accreditation of programmes of study offered by private schools of tertiary education is the Council of Educational Evaluation – Accreditation (S.EK.A.P.). The Council sets up committees of experts to examine the quality of the programmes of study and advises the Minister on the level of each programme. The final decision on the accreditation of each programme rests with the Minister of Education and Culture.

More specifically accreditation of a Program of Study, means the confirmation by the Minister of the decision by the Council of Educational Evaluation – Accreditation (S.EK.A.P.) of approval without terms of the application for educational evaluation–accreditation of a program of study, and the registration of this program in the Record of the Educationally Evaluated – Accredited Programmes of Study of Private Institutions of Tertiary Education, that is kept at the Ministry of Education and Culture.  The Minister issues the relevant certificate, and publishes in the official Gazette of the Republic the registration of the program of study in the Record mentioned above.

The above initial accreditation is valid for a period of four years and any re-accreditation is valid for a period of ten years.

The educational evaluation-accreditation shall be granted, if it is ascertained that the necessary requirements are satisfied and that the educational levels proposed by the program of study, and indicated by the qualifications awarded are assured. 126 programs of study have gained educational accreditation and the results have been published in the official Gazette of the Republic.

In the year 2000 a committee was appointed to establish the rules and regulations for the transformation of Private Institutions to Private Universities having as a general goal to establish Cyprus as a regional educational centre. 

3. Open University of Cyprus

The establishment of an Open University is another goal of Higher Education, aiming at using all resources effectively in order to meet the increasing need for an educated and skilled population. Aiming to fulfill the two goals of lifelong learning and the establishment of an Open University, Cyprus prepares to meet the new dimensions and challenges adumbrated by the European Commission where integration within the community will result in an enhanced interaction and mobility of European people with one another at all levels, economic, cultural, educational, social and political. 

4. University of Applied sciences and Arts

Since December 2000 and after the decision of the Council of Ministers, a number of measures have been taken for the commencement of the operation of a new University of Applied Sciences and Arts which will include the courses of the following public Institutions now operating:

- Higher Technical Institute

- Cyprus Forestry College

- Higher Hotel Institute of Cyprus

- School of Nursing

- Mediterranean institute of Management

5. Cyprus council for the recognition of Higher education Qualifications  

     (KYSATS)

The Republic of Cyprus as a candidate country member of the European Union and signatory party to the Lisbon Convention has established the Cyprus Council for the Recognition of Higher Education Qualifications (KY.S.A.T.S). More specifically KY.S.A.T.S was established on the basis of the 68(1) 96 and 48(1) 98 Laws. These laws regulate all matters relevant to the recognition of Higher education qualifications and the provision of relevant information.

KY.S.A.T.S evaluates qualifications such as degrees, diplomas or certificates which are awarded by higher education establishments or other institutions which offer evaluated-accredited educational programmes. The criteria for the evaluation of a qualification under consideration for recognition, are those established by the corresponding qualification from the University of Cyprus or other public Institution of Higher Education in Cyprus.

6. Examinations

The department of Higher and Tertiary Education is also responsible for the entrance examinations of the University of Cyprus, the universities in Greece and all other state higher education institutions in Cyprus.

In 2002, 8.045 students applied for the entrance examination of the state Higher Education institutions in Cyprus and Greece and 5.558 succeeded.  
7. Student affairs

· The Ministry of Finance in association with the Ministry of Education and Culture subsidizes the cost of study of all Cypriot students attending courses at higher education institutions in Cyprus and abroad. Each student who pays fees gets the amount of £1 500 while those students who don’t pay fees get the amount of £1 000.
